And    the    angel  departed 
from  her. 

SECTION   IV

48  For  he  hath 
regarded  the  low  estate  of  his 
handmaiden :  for,  behold,  from 
henceforth  all  generations 

shall  call  me  blessed.  49  For 
he  that  is  mighty  hath  done 
to  me  great  things ;  and  holy 
is  his  name.

generation  to  generation. 
51  He  hath  shewed  strength 
with  his  arm :  he  hath  scat 

tered  the  proud  in  the  imagi

SECTION   V 

THE   BIRTH   OF    THE    BAPTIST 

57  Now  Elisabeth's  full  time 
came,  that  she  should  be  de 
livered  :  and  she  brought  forth 

a  son.  58And  her  neighbours 
and  her  cousins  heard  how  the 

Lord  had  shewed  great  mercy 
upon  her ;  and  they  rejoiced 
with  her. 

59 And  it  came  to  pass,  that 
on  the  eighth  day  they  came 
to  circumcise  the  child;  and 

they  called  him  Zacharias, 
after  the  name  of  his  father. 
60 And  his  mother  answered

69And  hath  raised  up  an 
horn  of  salvation  for  us,  in 
the  house  of  his  servant 

David ;  7°  as  he  spake  by  the 
mouth  of  his  holy  prophets, 
which  have  been  since  the 

world  began:  71  that  we  should 
be  saved  from  our  enemies*

19  Then  Joseph  her  husband, 
being  a  just  man,  and  not  will 
ing  to  make  her  a  public  ex 
ample,  was  minded  to  put  her 

away  privily.  20  But  while  he 
thought  on  these  things,  be 
hold,  the  angel  of  the  Lord

saying,  Joseph,  thou  son  of 
David,  fear  not  to  take  unto 
thee  Mary  thy  wife  :  for  that

21And  she 
shall  bring  forth  a  son,  and 
thou  shalt  call  his  name 
JESUS  :  for  he  shall  save  his 

people  from  their  sins.  ̂ Now 
all  this  was  done,  that  it  might 
be  fulfilled  which  was  spoken 
of  the  Lord  by  the  prophet, 

,  pp.  67,  68. 
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saying,  23  Behold,  a  virgin 
shall  be  with  child,  and  shall 
bring  forth  a  son,  and  they 
shall  call  his  name  Emman 

uel,  which  being  interpreted 
is,  God  with  us. 

24  Then  Joseph,  being  raised

from  sleep,  did  as  the  angel  of 
the  Lord  had  bidden  him,  and 

took  unto  him  his  wife.  25  And 
knew  her  not  till  she  had 

brought  forth  her  first-born 
son.  And  he  called  his  name 

Jesus  *. 

SECTION  VII 

THE    CITY  OF  DAVID

aAnd  it  came  to  pass  in 
those  days,  that  there  went 
out  a  decree  from  Cassar  Au 

gustus,  that  all  the  world 
should  be  taxed.

thyself?  23He  said,  I  am 
the  voice  of  one  crying  in  the 
wilderness,  Make  straight  the 
way  of  the  Lord,  as  said  the 

prophet  Esaias.  24And  they 
which  were  sent  were  of  the 

Pharisees.  25And  they  asked

him,  and  said  unto  him,  Why 
baptizest  thou  then,  if  thou 
be  not  that  Christ,  nor  Elias, 

neither  that  prophet  ?  26  John 
answered  them,  saying,  I  bap 
tize  with  water :  but  there 
standeth  one  among  you, 

whom  ye  know  not;  2'he  it 
is,  who  coming  after  me,  is 
preferred  before  me,  whose 

shoe's  latchet  I  am  not  worthy 
to  unloose.  28  These  things 
were  done  in  Bethabara 

beyond  Jordan,  where  John 
was  baptizing. 

29  The  next  day  John  seeth 
Jesus  coming  unto  him,  and 
saith,  Behold  the  Lamb  of 
God,  which  taketh  away  the 
sin  of  the  world.

the  Christ.  42And  he  brought 
him  to  Jesus.  And  when 
Jesus  beheld  him,  he  said, 
Thou  art  Simon  the  Son  of 
Jona;  thou  shalt  be  called 
Cephas,  which  is  by  interpre 
tation,  A  stone. 

43  The  day  following,  Jesus 
would  go  forth  into  Galilee, 
and  findeth  Philip,  and  saith 

unto  him,  Follow  me.  44  Now 
Philip  was  of  Bethsaida,  the 
city  of  Andrew  and  Peter. 
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45  Philip  findeth  Nathanael, 
and  saith  unto  him,  We  have 
found  him,  of  whom  Moses  in 
the  law,  and  the  prophets,  did 
write,  Jesus  of  Nazareth,  the 

son  of  Joseph.  H6And  Natha- 
nael  said  unto  him,  Can  there 
any  good  thing  come  out  of 
Nazareth  ?  Philip  saith  unto 
him,  Come,  and  see.  47  Jesus 
saw  Nathanael  coming  to  him, 
and  saith  of  him,  Behold  an 
Israelite  indeed,  in  whom  is  no 

guile ! 48  Nathanael  saith  unto 
him,  Whence  knowest  thou 
me  ?  Jesus  answered  and  said 

unto  him,  Before  that  Philip 
called  thee,  when  thou  wast

under  the  fig-tree,  I  saw  thee. 
49  Nathanael  answered  and 
said  unto  him,  Rabbi,  thou 
art  the  Son  of  God ;  thou  art 

the  King  of  Israel.  50  Jesus 
answered  and  said  unto  him, 
Because  I  said  unto  thee,  I 

saw  thee  under  the  fig-tree, 
believest  thou  ?  thou  shalt  see 

greater  things  than  these. 
61And  he  saith  unto  him, 
Verily,  verily,  I  say  unto 
you,  Hereafter  ye  shall  see 
heaven  open,  and  the  angels 
of  God  ascending  and  de 
scending  upon  the  Son  of man.

set    forth  good    wine;     and

when  men  have  well  drunk, 
then  that  which  is  worse :  but 
thou  hast  kept  the  good 

wine  until  now.  uThis  be 
ginning  of  miracles  did  Jesus 
in  Cana  of  Galilee,  and  ma 
nifested  forth  his  glory ;  and 

his  disciples  believed  on  him. 
12  After  this  he  went  down 

to  Capernaum,  he,  and  his 
mother,  and  his  brethren, 
and  his  disciples:  and  they 
continued  there  not  many 
days.

18  Then  answered  the  Jews 

and  said  unto  him,  What  sign 
shewest  thou  unto  us,  seeing 
that  thou  doest  these  things? 
19  Jesus  answered  and  said 
unto  them,  Destroy  this  tem 
ple,  and  in  three  days  I  will 
raise  it  up.  20  Then  said  the 
Jews,  Forty  and  six  years 
was  this  temple  in  building, 
and  wilt  thou  rear  it  up  in 

three  days  ?  21  But  he  spake 
of  the  temple  of  his  body. 
22  When  therefore  he  was 
risen  from  the  dead,  his  dis 
ciples  remembered  that  he 
had  said  this  unto  them ;  and 
they  believed  the  scripture, 
and  the  word  which  Jesus 
had  said.

2The 
same  came  to  Jesus  by  night, 
and  said  unto  him,  Rabbi,  we 
know  that  thou  art  a  teacher 
come  from  God :  for  no  man 
can  do  these  miracles  that 

thou  doest,  except  God  be 
with  him.  3  Jesus  answered 
and  said  unto  him,  Yerily, 
verily,  I  say  unto  thee,  Ex 
cept  a  man  be  born  again,  he 
cannot  see  the  kingdom  of 
God.  4  Nicodemus  saith  unto 
him,  How  can  a  man  be  born 
when  he  is  old  ?  can  he  enter 
the  second  time  into  his  mo 

ther's  womb,  and  be  born? 
fi  Jesus  answered,  Yerily, 
verily,  I  say  unto  thee, 
Except  a  man  be  born  of 
water  and  of  the  Spirit,  he 
cannot  enter  into  the  king 

dom  of  God.  6That  which

is  born  of  the  flesh  is  flesh; 
and  that  which  is  born  of  the 

Spirit  is  spirit.  7  Marvel  not 
that  I  said  unto  thee,  Ye 

must  be  born  again.  8The 
wind  bloweth  where  it  listeth, 
and  thou  hearest  the  sound 
thereof,  but  canst  not  tell 
whence  it  cometh,  and  whi 
ther  it  goeth :  so  is  every  one 
that  is  born  of  the  Spirit. 
9  Nicodemus  answered  and 
said  unto  him,  How  can 

these  things  be?  10 Jesus 
answered  and  said  unto  him, 
.Art  thou  a  master  of  Israel, 
and  knowest  not  these 

things?  "Yerily,  verily,  I 

say  unto  thee,  "We  speak that  we  do  know,  and  testify

48Then  said 
Jesus  unto  him,  Except  ye 
see  signs  and  wonders,  ye  will 
not  believe.  49  The  nobleman 
saith  unto  him,  Sir,  comedown 

ere  my  child  die.  50  Jesus 
saith  unto  him,  Go  thy  way ; 

thy  son  liveth.  And  the  man 
believed  the  word  that  Jesus 

had  spoken  unto  him,  and  he 

went  his  way.  "And  as  he 
was  now  going  down,  his 
servants  met  him,  and  told 

him,  saying,  Thy  son  liveth. 
52  Then  enquired  he  of  them 
the  hour  when  he  began  to 
amend.  And  they  said  unto

him,  Yesterday  at  the  seventh 
hour  the  fever  left  him.  63  So

54This 
is  again  the  second  miracle 
that  Jesus  did  when  he  was 
come  out  of  Judea  into  Gali 
lee.

set  at  liberty  them  that  are 

bruised,  19  to  preach  the  ac 
ceptable  year  of  the  Lord. 
20  And  he  closed  the  book, 
and  he  gave  it  again  to  the 
minister,  and  sat  down.  And 
the  eyes  of  all  them  that 
were  in  the  synagogue  were 
fastened  on  him.  21And  he 
began  to  say  unto  them,  This 
day  is  this  scripture  fulfilled 

in  your  ears.  22And  all  bare 
him  witness,  and  wondered 
at  the  gracious  words  which 
proceeded  out  of  his  mouth. 
And  they  said,  Is  not  ihis

of  the  scribes  and  Pharisees, 

ye  shall  in  no  case  enter  into 

the  kingdom  of  heaven. 

21  Ye  have  heard  that  it 
was  said  by  them  of  old  time, 
Thou  shalt  not  kill ;  and 
whosoever  shall  kill  shall  be 

in  danger  of  the  judgment : 

22  but  I  say  unto  you,  That 
whosoever  is  angry  with  his 
brother  without  a  cause  shall 

be  in  danger  of  the  judgment : 

and  whosoever  shall  say  to 
his  brother,  Raca,  shall  be  in 

danger  of  the  council :  but 

whosoever  shall  say,  Thou 
fool,  shall  be  in  danger  of 

hell  fire.  23  Therefore  if  thou 
bring  thy  gift  to  the  altar, 
and  there  rememberest  that 

thy  brother  hath  ought 
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against  thee;  24  leave  there 
thy  gift  before  the  altar,  and 

go  thy  way;  first  be  recon 
ciled  to  thy  brother,  and 
then  come  and  offer  thy  gift. 

25 Agree  with  thine  adversary 
quickly,  whiles  thou  art  in 
the  way  with  him ;  lest  at 
any  time  the  adversary  de 
liver  thee  to  the  judge,  and 

the  judge  deliver  thee  to  the 
officer,  and  thou  be  cast  into 

prison.  26  Verily  I  say  unto 
thee,  Thou  shalt  by  no  means 
come  out  thence,  till  thou 

hast  paid  the  uttermost  far thing. 

27  Ye  have  heard  that  it 

was  said  by  them  of  old 
time,  Thou  shalt  not  commit 

adultery:  28but  I  say  unto 
you,  That  whosoever  looketh

2  Therefore  when  thou  doest 
thine  alms,  do  not  sound  a 
trumpet  before  thee,  as  the 
hypocrites  do  in  the    syna 
gogues   and    in  the    streets, 
that  they  may  have  glory  of 
men.     Verily  I  say  unto  you, 
They    have     their      reward. 
3  But  when  thou  doest  alms, 
let  not  thy  left  hand  know 
what  thy  right  hand  doeth: 
4  that  thine  alms  may  be  in 
secret :  and  thy  Father  which 
seeth  in  secret  himself  shall 

reward  thee  openly. 
5  And  when  thou  prayest, 

thou  shalt  not  be  as  the 

hypocrites  are :  for  they  love 
to  pray  standing  in  the  syna 
gogues  and  in  the  corners  of 
the  streets,  that  they  may  be 
seen  of  men.  Verily  I  say 
unto  you,  They  have  their  re 
ward.  6  But  thou,  when  thou 
prayest,  enter  into  thy  closet, 
and  when  thou  hast  shut  thy 
door,  pray  to  thy  Father 
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which  is  in  secret;  and  thy 
Father  which  seeth  in  secret 
shall  reward  thee  openly. 
7  But  when  ye  pray,  use  not 
vain  repetitions,  as  the  hea 
then  do  :  for  they  think  that 
they  shall  be  heard  for  their 
much  speaking.  8  Be  not  ye 
therefore  like  unto  them :  for 

your  Father  knoweth  what 
things  ye  have  need  of,  be 

fore  ye  ask  him.  9  After  this 
manner  therefore  pray  ye : 
Our  Father  which  art  in  hea 
ven,  Hallowed  be  thy  name. 
10  Thy  kingdom  come.  Thy 
will  be  done  in  earth,  as  it  is 

in  heaven.  n  Give  us  this 

day  our  daily  bread.  12  And 
forgive  us  our  debts,  as  we 

forgive  our  debtors.  13And 
lead  us  not  into  temptation, 
but  deliver  us  from  evil :  For 
thine  is  the  kingdom,  and  the 
power,  and  the  glory,  for 
ever.  Amen.  14  For  if  ye  for 
give  men  their  trespasses,  your 
heavenly  Father  will  also  for 

give  you  :  ls  but  if  ye  forgive 
not  men  their  trespasses,  nei 
ther  will  your  Father  forgive 
your  trespasses.

16  Moreover  when  ye  fast, 
be  not,  as  the  hypocrites,  of 
a  sad  countenance :  for  the}r 
disfigure  their  faces,  that  they 
may  appear  unto  men  to  fast. 
Verily  I  say  unto  you,  They 
have  their  reward.  17  But 
thou,  when  thou  fastest, 
anoint  thine  head,  and  wash 

thy  face ;  18  that  thou  appear 
not  unto  men  to  fast,  but 
unto  thy  Father  which  is  in 
secret :  and  thy  Father,  which 
seeth  in  secret,  shall  reward 
thee  openly.

22  The  light  of  the  body  is  the 
eye :  if  therefore  thine  eye  be 
single,  thy  whole  body  shall 

be  full  of  light.  s3  But  if 
thine  eye  be  evil,  thy  whole 
body  shall  be  full  of  darkness. 
If  therefore  the  light  that  is 
in  thee  be  darkness,  how 
great  is  that  darkness  ! 

24  No  man  can   serve  two 
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masters :  for  either  he  will 
hate  the  one,  and  love  the 
other;  or  else  he  will  hold 
to  the  one,  and  despise  the 
other.  Ye  cannot  serve  God 

and  mammon.  25  Therefore 
I  say  unto  you,  Take  no 
thought  for  your  life,  what 
ye  shall  eat,  or  what  ye  shall 
drink ;  nor  yet  for  your  body 
what  ye  shall  put  on.  Is  not 
the  life  more  than  meat,  and 

the  body  than  raiment? 
26  Behold  the  fowls  of  the  air: 
for  they  sow  not,  neither  do 
they  reap,  nor  gather  into 
barns ;  yet  your  heavenly 
Father  feedeth  them.  Are 

ye  not  much  better  than 
they?  27 Which  of  you  by 
taking  thought  can  add  one 
cubit  unto  his  stature? 

28  And  why  take  ye  thought 
for  raiment?  Consider  the 
lilies  of  the  field,  how  they 

grow;  they  toil  not,  neither 
do  they  spin :  29  and  yet  I  say 
unto  you,  That  even  Solo 
mon  in  all  his  glory  was  not 
arrayed  like  one  of  these. 
30  Wherefore,  if  God  so  clothe 
the  grass  of  the  field,  which 
to  day  is,  and  to  morrow  is 
cast  into  the  oven,  shall  he 
not  much  more  clothe  you, 

0  ye  of  little  faith  ?  31  There 
fore  take  no  thought,  saying. 
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Matt,  vi 
What  shall  we  eat  ?  or,  What 
shall  we  drink  ?  or,  Where 
withal  shall  we  be  clothed? 

32  (for  after  all  these  things  do 
the  Gentiles  seek:)  for  your 
heavenly  Father  knoweththat 
ye  have  need  of  all  these 

things.  33  But  seek  ye  first 
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the  kingdom  of  God  and  his 
righteousness ;  and  all  these 
things  shall  be  added  unto  you. 
34  Take  therefore  no  thought 
for  the  morrow  :  for  the  mor 
row  shall  take  thought  for  the 
things  of  itself.  Sufficient 
unto  the  day  is  the  evil  thereof.

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cast  ye  your  pearls  before 
swine,  lest  they  trample  them 
under  their  feet,  and  turn 
again  and  rend  you. 

7  Ask,  and  it  shall  be  given 
you ;  seek,  and  ye  shall  find ; 
knock,  and  it  shall  be  opened 

unto  you:  8for  every  one 
that  asketh  receiveth;  and 
he  that  seeketh  findeth ;  and 
to  him  that  knocketh  it  shall 

be  opened.  9  Or  what  man 
is  there  of  you,  whom  if  his 
son  ask  bread,  will  he  give 
him  a  stone  ?  10  Or  if  he  ask 
a  fish,  will  he  give  him  a 

serpent  ?  n  If  ye  then,  being 
evil,  know  how  to  give  good 
gifts  unto  your  children,  how 
much  more  shall  your  Father 
which  is  in  heaven  give  good 
things  to  them  that  ask  him  ? 
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12  Therefore  all  things  what 
soever  ye  would  that  men 
should  do  to  you,  do  ye  even 
so  to  them :  for  this  is  the 

Law  and  the  Prophets. 

13  Enter  ye  in  at  the  strait 
gate:  for  wide  is  the  gate, 
and  broad  is  the  way,  that 
leadeth  to  destruction,  and 

many  there  be  which  go  in 
thereat:  "because  strait  is 
the  gate,  and  narrow  is  the 
way,  which  leadeth  unto  life, 
and  few  there  be  that  find  it. 

15  Beware  of  false  prophets, 

which  come  to  you  in  sheep's 
clothing,  but  inwardly  they 

are  ravening  wolves.  16Ye 
shall  know  them  by  their 
fruits.  Do  men  gather  grapes 
of  thorns,  or  figs  of  thistles? 

17  Even  so  every  good  tree 
bringeth  forth  good  fruit;  but 
a  corrupt  tree  bringeth  forth 

evil  fruit.  18  A  good  tree  can 
not  bring  forth  evil  fruit,  nei 
ther  can  a  corrupt  tree  bring 

forth  good  fruit.  19  Every  tree 
that  bringeth  not  forth  good 
fruit  is  hewn  down,  and  cast 

into  the  fire.  20  Wherefore  by 
their  fruits  ye  shall  know 
them. 

21  Not  every  one  that  saith 
unto  me,  Lord,  Lord,  shall 
enter  into  the  kingdom  of 
heaven;  but  he  that  doeth  the 
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will  of  my  Father  which  is  in 
heaven.  22  Many  will  say  to 
me  in  that  day,  Lord,  Lord, 
have  we  not  prophesied  in 
thy  name  P  and  in  thy  name 
have  cast  out  devils  ?  and  in 

thy  name  done  many  wonder 
ful  works  ?  23  And  then  will  I 
profess  unto  them,  I  never 
knew  you:  depart  from  me, 
ye  that  work  iniquity. 

24Therefore  whosoever  hear- 
eth  these  sayings  of  mine, 
and  doeth  them,  I  will  liken 
him  unto  a  wise  man,  which 
built  his  house  upon  a  rock : 
25  and  the  rain  descended, 
and  the  floods  cam«,  and  the 
winds  blew,  and  beat  upon 
that  house ;  and  it  fell  not : 
for  it  was  founded  upon  a

28 And  it  came  to  pass,  when 
Jesus  had  ended  these  sayings, 
the  people  were  astonished  at 
his  doctrine :  29  for  he  taught 
them  as  one  having  authority, 
and  not  as  the  scribes.

a  stone  at  her.  8  And  again 
he  stooped  down,  and  wrote 

on  the  ground.  9And  they 
which  heard  it,  being  con 
victed  by  their  own  conscience, 
went  out  one  by  one,  begin 
ning  at  the  eldest,  even  unto 
the  last :  and  Jesus  was  left

And  Jesus  said  unto 
her,  Neither  do  I  condemn 
thee :  go,  and  sin  no  more. 

SECTION   V

John  viii.  12—30. 

12  Then  spake  Jesus  again 
unto  them*,  saying,  I  am  the 
light  of  the  world:  he  that  fol- 
loweth  me  shall  not  walk  in 
darkness,  but  shall  have  the 

light  of  life.  13  The  Pharisees 
therefore  said  unto  him,  Thou 
bearest  record  of  thyself;  thy 
record  is  not  true.

"Where  is  thy  Father  ?  Jesus 
answered,  Ye  neither  know  me, 
nor  my  Father :  if  ye  had 
known  me,  ye  should  have 

known  my  Father  also.20These 
words  spake  Jesus  in  the  trea 
sury,  as  he  taught  in  the  tem 
ple  :  and  no  man  laid  hands  on 
him ;  for  his  hour  was  not  yet

24 1  said  there 
fore  unto  you,  that  ye  shall 
die  in  your  sins :  for  if  ye  be 
lieve  not  that  I  am  he,je  shall 

die  in  your  sins.  25Then  said 
they  unto  him,  Who  art  thou  ? 
And  Jesus  said  unto  them, 
Even  the  same  that  I  said  unto 

you  from  the  beginning.  2G I

have  many  things  to  say  and 

to  judge  of  you :  but  he  that 
sent  me  is  true ;  and  I  speak 
to  the  world  those  things  which 
I  have  heard  of  him.  *  They

28  Then 
said  Jesus  unto  them,  When  ye

derer  from  the  beginning,  and 
abode  not  in  the  truth,  because 
there  is  no  truth  in  him.

heareth  God's  words :  ye  there 
fore  hear  them  not,  because  ye 
are  not  of  God. 

48 Then  answered  the  Jews, 

and  said  unto  him,  Say  we  not 
well  that  thou  art  a  Samaritan, 

.and  hast  a  devil  ?  49  Jesus 
answered,  I  have  not  a  devil ; 

but  I  honour  my  Father,  and 

ye  do  dishonour  me.  50And 
I  seek  not  mine  own  glory  : 
there  is  one  that  seeketh  and 

judgeth.  51  Verily,  verily,  I 
say  unto  you,  If  a  man  keep 

my  saying,  he  shall  never  see 
death.  52  Then  said  the  Jews 
unto  him,  Now  we  know  that 
thou  hast  a  devil.  Abraham

4I  must 
work  the  works  of  him  that 

sent  me,  while  it  is  day :  the 
night  cometh,  when  no  man 

can  work.  5As  long  as  I  am 
in  the  world,  I  am  the  light 
of  the  world.  6When  he  had 
thus  spoken,  he  spat  on  the

ground,  and  made  clay  of  the 
spittle,  and  he  anointed  the 
eves  of  the  blind  man  with 

the  clay :  7and  said  unto  him, 
Go,  wash  in  the  pool  of  Siloam, 
(which  is  by  interpretation, 
Sent.)  He  went  his  way  there 
fore,  and  washed,  and  came 
seeing. 

8  The  neighbours  therefore, 
and  they  which  before  had 
seen  him  that  he  was  blind, 
said,  Is  not  this  he  that  sat 

and  begged  ?  9Some  said,This 
is  he:  others  said,  He  is  like 
him:  but  he  said,  I  am  he. 

10  Therefore  said  they  unto 
him,  How  were  thine  eyes

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opened  ?  "  He  answered  and 
said,  A  man  that  is  called  Jesus 
made  clay,  and  anointed  mine 
eyes,  and  said  unto  me,  Go  to 
the  pool  of  Siloam,  and  wash :

received  sight.  12Then  said 

they  unto  him,  "Where  is  he? He  said,  I  know  not. 

13  They  brought  to  the  Pha 
risees  him  that  aforetime  was 

blind.  14And  it  was  the  sab 
bath-day  when  Jesus  made 
the  clay  and  opened  his  eyes. 

15  Then  again  the  Pharisees 
also  asked  him  how  he  had 

received  his  sight.  He  said 
unto  them,  He  put  clay  upon 
mine  eyes,  and  I  washed,  and 
do  see.

£6Then  said  they  to  him  again, 
What  did  he  to  thee  ?  how 

opened  he  thine  eyes  ?  v  He 
answered  them,  I  have  told 

you  already,  and  ye  did  not 
hear:  wherefore  would  ye  hear 
it  again  ?  will  ye  also  be  his 

disciples?  28Then  they  re-

his  disciple:  but  we  are  Moses' 
disciples.  29We  know  that 
God  spake  unto  Moses :  as  for 
this  fellow,  we  know  not  from 
whence  he  is.

"Why  herein  is  a  marvellous

him :  for  they  know  his  voice. 
5  And  a  stranger  will  they  not 
follow,  but  will  flee  from  him : 
for  they  know  not  the  voice 

of  strangers.     6This  parable 
spake  Jesus  unto  them  :  but 
they    understood    not    what 
things   they  were  which  he 

spake  unto  them.  7Then  said 
Jesus  unto  them  again,  Yerily , 
verily,  I  say  unto  you,  I  am 
the  door  of  the  sheep.     8A11 
that  ever  came  before  me  are 
thieves  and  robbers  :  but  the 

sheep  did  not  hear  them.     9I 
am  the  door:  by  me  if  any 
man  enter  in,   he  shall   be 
saved,  and  shall  go  in  and 

out,  and  find  pasture.    10The 
thief  cometh  not  but  for  to 
steal,  and  to  kill,  and  to  de 
stroy  :  I  am  come  th  t  they 
might  have  life,  and  that  they 
might   have  it  more   abun 
dantly. 

"I  am  the  good  shepherd  : 
the  good  shepherd  giveth  his 
life  for  the  sheep.  12But  he 
that  is  an  hireling,  and  not 
the  shepherd,  whose  own  the

sheep  are  not,  seeth  the  wolf 
coming,  andleaveth  the  sheep, 
andfleeth:  and  the  wolf  catch  - 
eth  them,  and  scattereth  the 
sheep.     13  The  hireling  fleeth, 
because  he  is  an  hireling,  and 

careth  not  for  the  sheep.     14I 
am  the  good  shepherd,  and 
know  my  sheep,  and  am  known 
of  mine.     15As    the   Father 
knoweth  me,  even  so  know  I 
the  Father  :  and  I  lay  down 

my  life  for  the  sheep.     16  And 
other  sheep  I  have,  which  are 
not  of  this  fold :    them  also

32Jesus  answered  them,  Many 
good  works  have  I  shewed 
you  from  my  Father:  for 
which  of  those  works  do  ye 
stone  me  ?  33  The  Jews  an 
swered  him,  saying,  For  a 
good  work  we  stone  thee  not ; 
but  for  blasphemy ;  and  be 
cause  that  thou,  being  a  man, 

makest  thyself  God.  34  Jesus 
answered  them,  Is  it  not 
written  in  your  law,  I  said, 

ye  are  gods  ?  35  If  he  called 
them  gods,  unto  whom  the 
word  of  God  came,  and  the 
scripture  cannot  be  broken;

I  do  not  the  works  of  my 
Father,  believe  me  not.  38But 
if  I  do,  though  ye  believe  not 
me,  believe  the  works :  that 
ye  may  know  and  believe, 
that  the  Father  is  in  me,  and 
I  in  him.

8  And  the  lord  commended  the 
unjust  steward,  because  he 
had  done  wisely :  for  the  chil 
dren  of  this  world  are  in  their 

generation  wiser  than  the 
children  of  light. 

9  And  I  say  unto  you,  Make 
to  yourselves  friends  of  the 
mammon  of  unrighteousness ; 
that,  when  ye  fail,  they  may 
receive  you  into  everlasting 
habitations .  10He  that  is  faith 
ful  in  that  which  is  least,  is

faithful  also  in  much :  and  he 

that  is  unjust  in  the  least  is 

unjust  also  in  much.  n  If 
therefore  ye  have  not  been 
faithful  in  the  unrighteous 
mammon,  who  will  commit  to 

your  trust  the  true  riches? 
12  And  if  ye  have  not  been 
faithful  in  that  which  is  an 

other  man's,  who  shall  give 
you  that  which  is  your  own  ? 
13  No  servant  can  serve  two 
masters :  for  either   he  will 
hate  the  one,  and  love  the 
other ;  or  else  he  will  hold  to 
the  one,  and  despise  the  other. 
Ye  cannot    serve    God    and 
mammon. 

SECTION   XV 

THE   RICH  MAN  AND   LAZARUS 

Luke  xvi. 
14 And  the  Pharisees  also, 

who  were  covetous,  heard  all 
these  things:  and  they  de 
rided  him.  15And  he  said

committeth  adultery. 

19  There  was  a  certain  rich 
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man,  which  was  clothed  in 
purple  and  fine  linen,  and 
fared  sumptuously  every  day : 
20  and  there  was  a  certain 
beggar  named  Lazarus,  which 
was  laid  at  his  gate,  full  of 

sores,  21  and  desiring  to  be 
fed  with  the  crumbs  which 

fell  from  the  rich  man's 
table:  moreover  the  dogs 
came  and  licked  his  sores. 

22 And  it  came  to  pass,  that 
the  beggar  died,  and  was 
carried  by  the  angels  into 
Abraham's  bosom:  the  rich 
man  also  died,  and  was 

buried;  23  and  in  hell  he 
lifted  up  his  eyes,  being  in 
torments,  and  seeth  Abraham 
afar  off,  and  Lazarus  in  his 
bosom.  24And  he  cried  and 
said,  Father  Abraham,  have 
mercy  on  me,  and  send 
Lazarus,  that  he  may  dip 
the  tip  of  his  finger  in  water, 
and  cool  my  tongue ;  for  I 
am  tormented  in  this  flame. 

25  But  Abraham  said,  Son, 
remember  that  thou  in  thy 
lifetime  receivedst  thy  good

things,  and  likewise  Lazarus 
evil  things  :  but  now  he  is 
comforted,  and  thou  art  tor 
mented.  26And  beside  all 
this,  between  us  and  you 
there  is  a  great  gulf  fixed: 
so  that  they  which  would 
pass  from  hence  to  you  can 
not;  neither  can  they  pass 
to  us,  that  would  come  from 
thence.  27Then  he  said,  I 
pray  thee  therefore,  father, 
that  thou  wouldest  send  him 

to  my  father's  house :  28  for 
I  have  five  brethren ;  that 
he  may  testify  unto  them, 
lest  they  also  come  into  this 

place  of  torment.  29 Abraham 
saith  unto  him,  They  have 
Moses  and  the  prophets,  let 
them  hear  them.
